Society of America. The stamP
commemorated the first 25 r'ears
o[ work to protect soil resources.

Water Conservation Stamp, placed
on salq April 18, 1960, in

Washinqton, D.C., at the National
Wateished Congress. This stamp

emphasized protection and im-
provement of vital water sources.

Fbrest Conservation Stamp, issued
in Tucson, Arizona, October 27,

1958, the l00th anniversary of the
birth of Theodore Roosevelt, an
earlv forest conservationist. The

occasibn was the American Fores-
try Association annual meeting.

Range Conservation Stamp,
released February 2, 1961, in Salt

Lake City, Utah, during the
